Recently in my quiet times, Iôve been trying the best that I can to relate the things Iôm 

reading in the Bible to issues we face today.  Yes, as simple as that sounds (I mean, 

come on, arenôt we all supposed to do that?), sometimes I catch myself using these life 

lessons as just thaté.lessonsé.but recently Iôve tried to find a direct correlation be-

tween them and my life.  While Iôve only been here at FPC since January and thereôs 

been a lot going on, I keep thinking about Paul and Timothy, their relationship with 

each other (not a blood father but a father figure none-the-less) and their ministry to-

gether.  How Timothy, young as he is, is continually encouraged day after day by Pauléno matter how tuff it gets. 

 

Hmmé.makes me think of two other people I know. 

 

Recently I came across a devotional by Thomas F. Fischer on the book of 1st Timothy 4 that totally struck home 

with me.  Iôd like to share with you some of my thoughts and some of his points with you. 

 

In the book of 1st Timothy, he is going through some of the roughest days of his ministry.  Wherever he looks, 

ñissuesò are pressing in on him and he writes a letter to Paul.  If we were to sum it up in one word, it would be 

ñHELP!ò  In the later part of Chapter 4, Paul responds with some much needed coaching: 

 

1) Consecrate everything with prayer (1 Tim 4:4) 

2) Demonstrate you are a ñgoodò of the Gospel by ñpointing outò the truth of Godôs Word in every 

     situation (1 Tim 4:6) 

3) Have nothing to do with old wives tales and myths (1 Tim 4:7) 

4) Train yourself for godliness.  The Greek word Paul used in the original, ñgymnazo,ò literally means, 

    ñkeep on exercising in the gymò  (1 Tim 4:7) 

5) Donôt let people mock or disrespect you because of your age (1 Tim 4:12) 

6) Keep on preaching and teaching publicly (1 Tim 4:13) 

7) Donôt neglect your ministry gift conferred on you by God through others who share in the 

     ministry (1 Tim 4:14) 

8) And watch your life and doctrine closely. 

 

Though you may not be a pastor or even a paid staff member of the church or 

ministry, Paulôs words to Timothy also apply to you. 

* How diligent are you in ñgymnizingò (cf. 4:7 ñtraining and exercisingò) your faith? 

* How closely are you watching your life and doctrine? 

* Do you consecrate everything you do and desire with prayer? 

 

I can think of many times in my life that I have needed this kind of coaching and you know what, Iôm at a place in 

my ministry where I am touched and strengthened by someone who helps me on a daily basis.  The two people I 

was reminded of earlier?....myself and Pastor Bob Scott.  He isnôt just my boss, heôs my PASTORémy FRIENDé

my CONFIDANT.  I love him and I support him 100%.  Were that every minister and every church so blessed to 

have a leader like we doé as far as Iôm concerned, one like Paul.

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BUILDING AND GROUNDS UPDATE 
THE ROOF IS RAISED !!! 

 

We are pleased with the work done by Childers.  We believe that the work has been done correctly and past oversights have been 

They also painted the woodwork at the top of 

the tower, cleaned out our gutters, trimmed the palm trees and offered their lift for use by Paul and Charlie for clock repairs. 

 

Now that the roof is completed, David Church will repair the plaster in two areas of the sanctuary. 

 

Paul has painted the area behind the nursery and plans to sandblast and paint the ironwork around the church. 

 

Windows on the East side of the annex have been covered with plexiglass for protection.  The West side windows were previously 

covered. Thank you Charlie Bell and Paul. 

 

The shrubs around the sanctuary and annex have been sprayed; there was a problem with insects.  We have lost three holly bushes in 

the hedge.  Hopefully spraying and more water will control the problem.
