Perhaps you saw the moment.  If not, Iôm willing to bet you heard about it afterwards.  On June 2nd, a young pitcher 

for the Detroit Tigers named Armando Galarraga had the opportunity to become part of baseball immortality.   

Galarraga carried a ñperfect gameò into the ninth inning of his game against the Cleveland Indians.  A ñperfect 

gameò is when the pitcher does not allow a single baserunner the entire game ï no walks, no hits, just 27 straight 

outs.  In all of baseballs long and rich history, only 20 perfect games have been thrown, and now this relatively un-

known third-year player from Venezuela happened to be on the verge of one of baseballôs most impressive feats. 

 

History in the making isnôt something you see every dayéand I 

happened to see it!  As I was channel surfing that night, I happened 

by the MLB network just as they were cutting in to cover the last 

inning live.  The first batter of the 9th inning roped a liner to straight

-away center, but the Tigers centerfielder made a great catch!  From 

the bedroom Linley heard me let out a loud whoop! as I cheered 

what was a great play!  Galarraga then quickly retired the second 

batter of the inningéone out to go.  With the crowd roaring, Indi-

ans hitter Jason Donald grounded to the first baseman, Miguel 

Cabrera, who fielded the ball and flipped it to Galarraga who ran 

over to cover first (see picture). 

 

The pitcher jumped for joy and the crowd started to go crazy, and I started to cheeré 

ah, but not so fast!  The first base umpire, Jim Joyce, one of the most respected umps  

in the big leagues, called the baserunner safe.  On the last out of what would have been 

a perfect game, the umpire Jim Joyce blew the call!    The first baseman argued the  

call; so did the Tigers manager Jim Leyland; the crowd lustily gave voice to their  

displeasure, from my bedroom I let out a cry ñOh no!ò  as I couldnôt believe it either!   

The pitcher, Armando Galarraga, just shook his head in disbelief, then returned to the  

mound to record the last out once againéonly this time one out too late to be perfect. 

 

As a baseball fan, what happened was terrible.  As a pastor, what happened next was  

wonderful.  After the game Jim Joyce watched a replay of the controversial play and  

he realized just how wrong he was.  First, he met with reporters and owned up to his  

mistake; almost in tears he said: ñI missed itéThis wasnôt just óa call.ô  This is a  

history call.  And I [missed] it.  Thereôs nobody that feels worse than I do.  I take pride 

in this jobébut I took a perfect game away from that kid over there.ò   Then he met  

with Armando Galarraga face-to-face, and personally apologized to him, saying he  

felt terrible.  Galarraga graciously accepted his apology, saying: ñI understand. Itôs ok,  

we all make mistakes.ò

The very next night, Armando Galarraga was chosen by his man-
ager to take the line-up card out to the umpire behind the plate ς 
Jim Joyce ς to begin the game.  There in front of the crowd, the 
two men shook hands, and a tearful Joyce responded with a

But in retrospect, I think everyone should have given a standing 
ovation.  Both Galarraga and Joyce combined to put a very posi-
tive spin on the situation.  Galarraga resisted the temptation to 
lose his temper; Joyce was humble enough to admit his mistake. 
 
In this era of hot tempers and inability to admit mistakes, this event showed the beauty of restraint, remorse, and rec-

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ADAMôS NOTES: (Greetings from the Music Dept.) 
 

As we all know, July 4th is literally right around the corner.  Our churchôs an-

nual 4th of July concert will be held at 7 p.m. on the 4th of Julyéof course.  When I 

think of the 4th of July, I think of many of the same things others do: the many who 

have passed on in the fight to preserve our freedoms, gathering with my family to play 

with sparklers and watch the magnificent fireworks display over our own St Johns 

River.  But something else comes to mindéthe music.  One of my favorites is ñAmerica, the Beautiful.ò 

 

Iôm not sure how long I have known the words to this song but I can remember singing it twice a 

week as a fifth grader at James A. Long Elementary.  My teacher, Mrs. Williams, instilled in me and my 

fellow students a sense of patriotism gathered around music.  Each morning after we would recite the 

Pledge of Allegiance, we would sing one of three songs: ñAmerica, The Beautifulò, ñMy Country óTis of 

Theeò or ñThe Star-Spangled Banner.ò  If you are anything like me, you often find yourself wondering 

about the stories behind the music that has shaped our faith and our country.  Hereôs some information I 

found on ñAmerica, The Beautifulò:  

  

The author of "America the Beautiful," Katharine Lee Bates, was born in Falmouth, Massachusetts 

in 1859 and grew up near the rolling sea. Her graceful poetic style came through in poems such as "The 

Falmouth Bell:" 

Never was there lovelier town Than our Falmouth by the sea. 

Tender curves of sky look down On her grace of knoll and lea. . . . 

 

Bates, who eventually became a full professor of English literature at Wellesley College, made a 

lecture trip to Colorado in 1893 and there she wrote the words to "America the Beautiful." As she told it, 

"We strangers celebrated the close of the session by a merry expedition to the top of Pike's Peak, making 

the ascent by the only method then available for people not vigorous enough to achieve the climb on foot 

nor adventurous enough for burro-riding. Prairie wagons, their tail-boards emblazoned with the traditional 

slogan, "Pike's Peak or Bust," were pulled by horses up to the half-way house, where the horses were re-

lieved by mules. We were hoping for half and hour on the summit, but two of our party became so faint in 

the rarified air that we were bundled into the wagons again and started on our downward plunge so speed-

ily that our sojourn on the peak remains in memory hardly more than one ecstatic gaze. It was then and 

there, as I was looking out over the sea-like expanse of fertile country spreading away so far under those 

ample skies that the opening lines of the hymn floated into my mind."

On July 4, 1895, Bates' poem first appeared in The Congregationalist, a weekly newspaper. Bates re-

vised her lyrics in 1904, a version published that year in The Boston Evening Transcript, and made some final 

additions to the poem in 1913. 

 

For several years "America the Beautiful" was sung to almost any popular air or folk tune with which 

the lyrics fit: "Auld Lang Syne" was one of the most common. Today it is sung to a melody written in 1882 by 

Samuel Augustus Ward, a Newark, New Jersey, church organist and choirmaster. Ward originally composed 

the melody (also titled "Materna") to accompany the words of the sixteenth century hymn "O Mother Dear, 

Jerusalem." When the National Federation of Music Clubs sponsored a 1926 contest to elicit new music for 

Bates' poem but failed to find a winner, Ward's music prevailed.  

 

"America the Beautiful" has been called "an expression of patriotism at its finest." It conveys an atti-

tude of appreciation and gratitude for the nation's extraordinary physical beauty and abundance, without trium-

phalism. It has also been incorporated into a number of films including The Sandlot and The Pentagon Wars. 

Its lyricist, Katharine Lee Bates, died March 28, 1929, and is buried in Falmouth, Massachusetts, and its com-

poser, Samuel A. Ward, died on September 28, 1903, in Newark, New Jersey.

Presbyterian Church ladiesô Aid Society Success Last Night 
 

 The bazaar and festival given by the ladiesô Aid Society of the Presbyterian Church for the 
benefit of the church held in a store in the Crill block last night as a grad success.  The ladies may 
well feel proud of their efforts to make the affair a success, and the church will be benefited to the 
extent of some $75, which was, as near as could be estimated at the time of this writing.  
 
 The ladies and the little ladies, who were so active in waiting upon the various tables, were 
indefatigable in their exertions to make every one feel at home, and the welcome accorded to their 
guests was characterized by a heartiness that was irresistible.  It just drew out the pocketbooks of 
the young men in spite of them, and even the crustiest old bachelor, if he was present, would have 
had the crust worn away so thin that he should never have recognized himself, even under a micro-
scope. 
 
 The bright lights shone upon a beautifully and animated scene, the bright little waiters flitting 
about hither and there, with their sparking eyes searching out all who needed their willing services, 
and with nimble steps and winning smiles serving all.  
 
 The most important part of the affair was the apron bazaar, and the table where the dainty 
specimens were exposed was tastily arranged and extensively patronized. 
 
 The flower table was beautifully designed, and drew forth many exclamations of delight from 
the visitors. 
 
 Mrs. A.V. Mount, the president of the society, supervised the affair generally, the presiding 
lady for the evening being Mrs. Almer.  The apron bazaar was in charge of Mrs. W.H. Parker, Miss 
May Gardner and Miss M. Gillis.  At the flower stand presided Miss Mamie Wilson and Miss Lulu  
Baldwin.  The cake table was in charge of Mrs. G.W. Lansing and Mrs. Crane.  At the supper table 
were noticed Miss Nettie Mack and Miss Maggie Anderson.  While the graceful little waiters, to 
whom much credit is due, were Miss Belle Benet, Miss Susie Dunn, Miss Del Gillis, Misses Lottie and 
Carrie Eccles, Miss Fannie Davis, Miss Gertie Smith and Miss Anita Bailey.
