(3) I just have a feeling that it doesnôt matter how great their house looks at the end of the episode; Iôm con-

vinced that within six months time their homes will look the same as before unless these people get help for 

their compulsion. 

 

Still, Linley tells me it is a fascinating look at human behavior.  She was telling me about one episode that 

featured a woman who couldnôt stop buying things from the TV Shopping Networks.  She had rooms full of 

stuff she had ordered, much of which she had never even opened.  When the clean-up crew got in and started 

clearing out one packed floor-to-ceiling room, they found a bunch of wrapped presents!  They asked her 

young son about them, and he said they were left over from Christmas!  That he 

had so many gifts at Christmas he couldnôt open them all, and then they got  

shoved aside, and later forgotten about. 

 

Hmm, Iôve been thinking about that one...Are we Spiritual ñHoarders?ò   

The Scriptures remind us that ñEvery good and perfect gift has come to us  

from above, coming down from the Father of lightsò (James 1:17).  But, have  

our lives become so cluttered, so busy, and so full, that weôve forgotten the  

untold blessings that God gives us each and every day?  And has God pre- 

sented us with so many gifts that we are prone to setting them aside, taking  

them for granted, even forgetting about them entirely?  Do we ever leave the  

gifts of God wrapped and unopened in our lives? 

 

What would it look like if we paused each day to re-order our lives and our  

priorities?  What difference would it make to open, enjoy and really appreciate 

the gifts God gives us:  the gift of each new day, the smell of coffee in the 

morning, the taste of food, the smile of a child, a laugh with a friend, people 

who love us, work to do, a song that moves usé ñBlessings all mine and ten

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Another old hymn reminds us to ñCount your blessings, and see what God has done; count your blessings and 

name them one by one.ò  What kind of difference would it make in our spiritual lives if we tried each day ï 

starting today ï to notice and name 100 blessings a day!  These gifts are right before us; all we have to do is 

open our eyes, our minds and our hearts to notice them and be grateful for them.  But once you do, let me re-

mind you:  Donôt keep these gifts to yourself ï donôt be a ñHoarder!ò  Instead, enjoy the gift of giving and 

sharing!
